“Rainbow Food Stores’’ was created as a buying club in 1928 under
the sponsorship of the V. Traverso Co., Wholesale Grocers. This
company developed out of the Retail Grocery Business established
by Victor Traverso, Jr., at 491 Greenwich Street in 1917. There, he
was assisted by his brother, Jack, before and after school until 1921
when Jack devoted his entire time to the business. A year later busi-
ness had grown sowellthat they decided to enter the Wholesale Field.

Aggressiveness and ambition to meet the urgent need of the Indepen-
dent Retail Grocer for a Buying Organization powerful enough to
enable him to meet the competition of the growing chain competition
inspired the brothers, in conjunction with their brother Bill as legal
adviser, to conceive and organize the Rainbow Food Stores.

Inspired by their own close unity and determination, the membership
soon showed the strength and loyalty for which it is still nationally
outstanding today.

Noteworthy and daring ideas, originating in group meetings and car-
ried out by Headquarters or Committees, won for the Rainbow Stores
a high ranking position as reliable outlets for Food Manufacturers.

Beneficial to the entire industry, their original institutions of Annual Ban-
quets, Picnics, and Dances, as well as frequent group meetings, all
for the purpose of bringing Manufacturer and Member into closer
relationship have now become traditional events and result in better
service to the buying public.

Organization is the keynote of the Group. Its advertising club is one of
the largest in San Francisco and it is the only one of its type main-
taining a single plan, a uniformly advertised sale price, and a guar-
anteed co-operation with the merchandising plans of manufacturers.
